BACKSTAGE. This is usually

about 5 - 10 minutes before they
are scheduled to dance. Please do
not leave your children unattended.
Parents can pick up their kids either
outside the backstage doors, or in
rooms,

the dressing depending

upon what is arranged and
discussed with your teacher.
Parents are NOT allowed to go
backstage. Dads are not allowed in
the girls dressing rooms; only
women in the women's dressing
rooms, and men in the boys
dressing rooms.

The competitions are allowed to run
UP TO ONE HOUR AHEAD OF
SCHEDULE. Dancers MUST BE
READY TO DANCE ONE HOUR
PRIOR, not showing up 30 minutes
before their scheduled times. You
may miss your routine if you are not

ready.

The first watching week will be Nov 3-9th! How it works is that the last 15 minutes
of class parents/siblings/grandparents are welcome to come in and watch!
